Super Tuesday Bicycle Count – 2nd March 2010 
Super Tuesday is Australia’s largest visual bike count, coordinated by the Bicycle Network on behalf of participating 
municipalities across Australia. The count observes and records rider numbers and movements at key intersections and 
important commuter routes in the morning peak.  This year the count was conducted in municipalities in all six Australian 
States, including the Greater Hobart area. 
Club member Peter Kent volunteered for the count at one of the 51 sites in the Greater Hobart area, counting bicycles from 
7.00am to 9.00 am outside the Bellerive Yacht Club. 
Super Tuesday is a reliable annual benchmark of rider numbers in a municipality. The count enables decision-makers to 
know where to place new investments and infrastructure and where to locate additional investigations and surveys. It also 
enables people to check the effect of investments and programs on rider flows and numbers. 
This is the first year that Tasmania has been covered so there is no consecutive data for local and state government to rely 
on yet.   
However, the results in Victoria, where the count has been conducted since 2007, are worth mentioning.  If you’ve ridden in 
Melbourne a few times and thought you’d noticed more cyclists than ever you were probably right: 
“Data analysis within Victorian municipalities where comparative data was available indicates an average increase in rider 
numbers from 2009 – 2010 of around 20%.” 
The Victorian data also indicates growth of up to 50% in rider numbers was achieved at locations where there had been 
investment in cycling infrastructure. 
Hobart’s intercity cycleway is also highlighted as an example of the importance of key routes into a city to attract riders, 
even if they are indirect. 
Volunteers for the 2010 count were given the incentive of a $50 donation to their chosen cycling organisation , and a really 
cool T-Shirt.  If the incentive program is on offer again in 2011 then it could be a very productive fund raising opportunity for 
the club.

Mt Wellington vs Alpe d’Huez vs Col DeTourmalet 
Ever wondered how some of our local climbs compare to the major mountain stages we see the pros climbing on TV? 
Well here’s a comparison of Mt Wellington from Longley to Alpe d’Huez and the Col DeTourmalet. 
The Col DeTourmalet features in stage 17 of this year’s Tour De France. It is preceded by a lazy 155 Klm’s which includes 2 
other category 1 climbs. 
Col de T Length: 19 km   *   Height top: 2115 m   *   Height start: 711 m   *   Gradient: 1404 m   
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
